Step 2: Import your photo

Import the photo as a Linked
Smart Object in Photoshop.

Duplicate the layer to create
a copy of the Smart Object.

Create a new 1000x525 pixel Photoshop document and import the photo (# 27834894) by

choosing Place Linked from the File menu. Duplicate the Linked Smart Object layer and
then move the duplicate layer to the top of the Layers panel.

Step 3: Select the main subject and apply a layer
mask

Choose the Quick Select tool and click the Select
Subject button to select the woman in the photo.

Select the top copy of the linked Smart Object layer. Choose the Quick Select tool in the
toolbar, and then click the Select Subject button in the Options bar. Adjust your selection as
needed, leave the selection active, and add a layer mask using the Add a mask button at the

bottom of the Layers panel.

Step 4: Place your video

Add a timeline to your Photoshop document
by opening the Timeline panel and clicking the
Create Video Timeline button.

Create Video Timeline

In Photoshop, each layer
in the Layers panel is
also represented in the
Timeline panel.
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Choose Place Linked from the File menu and locate your Adobe Stock video. Position the

video in between the two Smart Object layers of the previously imported photo.

Next, open the Time panel by clicking Window > Timeline. Click the Create Video Timeline

button and extend the duration of the photo’s layers to match the video.
